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CYBERLAW DEVELOPMENT AND HARMONISATION WITHIN SADC

A CESPAM Executive Programme Seminar

Programme Rationale

The Internet is often described as the greatest cultural, economic, political and social transformation in the history of
human society. Electronic communications, e-government, e-commerce and ICTs in general are such major contributing
factors to increasining efficiency and productivity that many governments are moving rapidly to internet-enabled transactions
and services. It is no longer a matter of “if” but “when” services will be available in Cyberspace. Yet, such is the pace of
technology that in many a case, laws have not kept up with the pace of developments, sometimes leading to situations
where systems, information and citizens are not sufficiently protected and frameworks for dispute resolution are not in
place. Cyberlaw is a generic term which refers to all legal and regulatory aspects of the Internet, the World Wide Web

and other forms of on-line information processing.

Policy-makers and senior managers in the Public Service concerned with spearheading e-government and e-commerce
initiatives have a natural interest in Cyberlaw. They recognise the inevitable dependency of long-term success on the
effective enactment of Cyber legislation. They also acknowledge the complexity of the legal issues arising from the
borderless Internet and hence the need for harmonisation of their country’s regulatory framework with that of other states,

particularly within the same economic region.

® introduce and place into context, the requirement and prerequisites of Cyber legislation and harmonisation
@ illustrate, discuss and facilitate an understanding of the component parts of Cyberlaw

@® learn from the experiences of other countries’ and regions’ efforts for Cyberlaw harmonisation

take an objective look at the current situation of Cyberlaw harmonisation in the SADC region and opportunities and
difficulties faced by stakeholders

identify national support actions for supporting a harmonised Cyberlaw in the SADC region

@® provide materials for re-use in national training programmes on the same subject.

This is an interactive seminar, which will provide participants with opportunities to freely exchange ideas, knowledge and
experience with each other and the resource persons facilitating this seminar. This will be achieved through the use of
discussion groups and case studies. The seminar will be practical and will maintain a balance of lectures, discussions
and case studies.
